· Licensed Practical Nursing:    With the expansion of the Acute and soon the ER at the Ashern Hospital, there is still a need for more nurses.   We are working closely with IERHA to bring it to the area.   Funding and location are always the issue but we want to be ready if/when we can get a course here.   We are taking names of any interested.   Please contact our office for more information.  A copy of your High School Transcript will be needed. 
· Paramedic training:   if there is enough interest, we would work on trying to secure a course within the Arborg region.  
· We are open to suggestions for courses/training.  If you feel there is a need for specific training in the area or within your organization, bring the ideas to us and we will see what we can do.   
Employment Services: 
· Our office is open Monday-Friday for assistance with Resumes, Cover letters, Job Searches at no charge to the Public.  We can assist you with sending off resumes and navigating the internet to set up profiles so that you can apply online. 
· Services also available in the communities from St. Laurent North to Dauphin River (appointment based) and we also cover areas of St. Laurent (as needed) and Arborg/Gimli (every week).
Continuing Education: 
· Anyone needing the Basic Life Support (BLS) Course/Refresher or First Aid/CPR/AED Courses can register with the office.   The same goes for Food Handler Certificate.  
The Adult Learning Centre at Fieldstone Ventures has continuous intake to help you achieve your goal in getting your High School or Mature Student Diploma. If you don’t have time to come in you can work on the booklets at home.  This year we have a satellite office in St. Laurent and the teacher is available every Wednesday from 10:00 – 4:30 p.m. If you need help the teacher can assist you by phone, email, or teams or you can work on literacy and numeracy online through IXL.  For more information give us a call @204-768-3797.

As many are now aware, the North Interlake ATV Club .
has been working on developing a trail along the old rail bed :
along HWY 6. This trail extends from Eriksdale to St. Martin Jt. Though we are :
primarily focused on ATV use, this will be a multi-use trail available to those
walking/hiking, biking, on horseback and CLOSED in Winter when in use by the
local Snowmobile Clubs.
i The North Interlake ATV Club was formed and Incorporated in 2018 with the ~ :
ipurpose of creating and maintaining ATV trails in the RM of Grahamdale and West
i Interlake for tourism an economic Develpoment in the area. We then became a '
: member of ATV Manitoba.
During our first year of development, we have made some really good progress.
i Authorization to use the property by the landowners is greatly appreciated and
:  this trail would be not possible without them. After the proposed route was
‘approved, the ATV Club purchased signs and marked out the trail where possible.
: Then began removing obstacles that posed a danger to riders. Thisincluded
i sloping low level crossings, removing gravel piles, brushing and widening the rail
! where needed and discussing possible improvements. :
However, this project is far from being completed. Next is to install culverts,
grade out the rough areas and keep improving the trail wherever possible with
destination signs, staging and rest areas, etc.
i This trail has been made possible with funds collected through MPI. On April
11,2024 MPI introduced a $25 fee on all Off-Road Vehicles, the intention of this fee
